We are pleased to announce that the Prison Book Project is entering 

its 21st year of operation!  However, unless we obtain a ma-

jor source of funding in the next few months, we will be 

forced to curtail our operations or shut down complete-

ly.  We have been blessed to be able to send millions of Christian 
books to prisoners in the nationôs prisons and jails.  Based on the 

thousands of letters we receive each year, these books have had a 

tremendous impact and there will be many men and women spend-

ing eternity in heaven because of these books.  In the last four 

years, we have been able to send over 1.1 million books to over 

1900 prisons and jails across the US.  That is a huge jump from the grocery bag full of books 

we initially gave to the prison in Sharpes over 20 years ago! 

As far as we know, there is no other ministry like this one in the country.  Un-

fortunately, when we approach a foundation for a grant, we believe they are reluctant to do-

nate because of the natural aversion many people have to ministering to those who are in pris-

on.  They believe they have been judged guilty and are getting what they deserve.  However, 

there is another judge and if these prisoners are washed in the blood of Jesus, they will be 

judged innocent and that judgment is an eternal judgment.  We would appreciate any assis-

tance..
