Reflections from  

Pastor David  

 

Each Advent season, we re-tell the story of how God sent His Son as Israelôs Messiah and the 

worldôs Savior.   We try to get a glimpse of what that meant ï especially for those who longed for 

Godôs promises. 

 

Often, we forget that Israel went nearly 400 years without hearing from God. Itôs called the 

ñIntertestamental Period.ò 

 

Beginning around 400 B.C., Israel endured a string of brutal oppressions, starting with the     

Persians and continuing with the Romans.  It was such a bloody and tragic time that many of 

Godôs people believed Yahweh had rejected them.  

 

One reason for that despondency was the fact that there wasnôt a single messenger sent to    

Israel during the Intertestamental period ï not even one.  

 

But then, on a cold winterôs night that all changed.  The sky lit up over Bethlehem.   An angel 

choir sang.   A heavenly messenger brought the first word from God in 400 years. He said, 

 

ñI bring you good news that will cause great joy for all the people. Today in  

the town of David a Savior has been born to you; he is the Messiah, the Lord. 

This will be a sign to you: You will find a baby wrapped in cloths and lying in a  

manger.ò ï Luke 2:10-12 

 

God had broken his silence. He sent his Son to a world that was mired in darkness and ruled by 

the iron fist of Rome. The baby born that night brought living proof that God still cared; that He 

had not forgotten or rejected His people ï despite their sins. 

 

This Advent, take that to heart.   In a world that seems increasingly mired in darkness, ruled by 

oppressors, and devoid of the answers to lifeôs challenges, God is still speaking through His 

Son. 

 

Once again, letôs hear what He has to say.  Letôs do it with fresh ears and open hearts.
