Dear Praying Partners,  

 

This remains a very tense and stressful country to work in, yet, at the same time, we see God con-

tinuing to build HIS church. I spent the weekend up at a far away village where a really good 

friend, since my teenage years, went blind late last year. Then, a few months or so ago, his wife 

died, so he is really hurting and discouraged. Praise the Lord, I think we were able to encourage 

him, especially since his about 30 year old son, got up at the end of one of the meetings and 

spoke how his father had so faithfully preached the Gospel to him and yet he had never wanted to 

hear it. He wanted to live his own life. 

 

He went on to say, "Now that I see my dad suffering like this and yet, his faith in the Lord remains 

strong, I want to now, publicly ask God to save me.° He then prayed such a beautiful prayer, later 

on, one of his sisters also made a public profession, so God continues to work. 
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After his children got up and made public professions of their faith in Christ, Wabucosiliwÿ set 

up higher in his hammock. "You all see me suffering." he said, "but in my heart, I am not suffer-

ing. I am rejoicing in my God. One day I know I will see my God, I will see my Savior face to 

face. I will never suffer again." His face was just beaming. Isn®t it exciting to be able to serve the 

Lord in these last days! 

 

Today is Friday, every Friday, we open up our men®s Bible class for testimonies. So many good 

ones, but this one from Kenny really blessed me because it shows how even the smallest things 

that matter to us are important to HIM. Here is his testimony. 

 

Ī went upriver to go Ĝshing. A long time ago, Mike had given me a Ĝshing lure. It was the only 

lure I had. The Ĝsh were biting so well. I quickly caught two really nice payara, (these are the 

saber tooth Ĝsh that we have down here) I moved upriver just a bit and threw in my lure again 

and a huge Ĝsh came rushing at my lure and I had a Ĝght on my hands. I Ĝnally got him right up 

to the boat and was already so happy with my catch, when, it jerked really hard and busted my 

line. I was broken hearted over my lure. Forget the Ĝsh, I was so sad to lose my lure. I turned 

around and started paddling home. It was a long sad paddle home. Finally getting home, I 

walked up to the house, leaving my Ĝsh in the boat. I dejectedly got into my hammock, yes, I 

was actually pouting. One of my nephews walked in so I asked him if he could go down to the 

boat and clean and bring my Ĝsh up. He said he would. 

 

Just a minute later he came rushing back into the house. ­There is a huge payara at the port and 

it has a lure in it®s mouth!® he panted. I jumped up, grabbed my spear and ran to the port. There 

it was. How in the world that Ĝsh followed me all the way back to my port is beyond me. All I can 

say is, only God! I speared him and very carefully got my beautiful lure out of the Ĝsh®s mouth. It 

was huge! But I was so happy to get my lure back, all I could do was say ­thank you Jesus!® I 

gave the Ĝsh to my nephew, I was so happy. 

 

This then is my testimony today. God loves us so much that HE cares about things that while to 

us are important and mean a lot, in the long run, they really are not important to anyone else. 

But friends, they are to our God! I want to publicly say thank you to my God!° 
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Then this story from a dear friend and supporter for years. What a blessing to hear his story: 

"In 2001 on our Ĝrst visit to Cosh, Gary had introduced us to Yobli, (Hot). We began praying for him 

after that visit. I told some folks in the area about him and asked them to pray. One of these individ-

uals was Harry Cooper. When I told him that we were returning to Cosh in 2003 he gave me some 

money to buy Ĝshing hooks and line to give to Hot if I saw him. When you took us up river you 

stopped at his village and I gave him some hooks and line. Someone took a picture of me giving 

them to him. I gave a copy of that photo to Harry Cooper. Later we got word about Hot®s Ĝnal days 

and that he had accepted Christ. Harry Cooper passed away. His family asked me to speak at the 

funeral service. 

I went to speak to the family so that I could get some idea of what to say. When I got there they 

asked me to look into the casket. I did and saw the photo of me giving the hooks and line to Hot be-

ing held by Harry in his hand. Harry had told me that he had walked the roads near his home pick-

ing up aluminum cans to earn money to give to me to buy the hooks with. While he walked he was 

praying for Hot. At that point I had all the information I needed to speak at his service. The only 

thing is I am not sure that I told Harry about Hot®s conversion.° 

 

To which I replied to my friend Donny, W̄ell, if you didn®t, I am sure he knows now!° Praise The 

Lord with me. What an amazing testimony. The thing that makes such an impression on me is that 

the old guy would take the time to walk along the side of the road gathering cans to sell so he could 

have something to give. Wow! So humbling. 

 

As I said, humbling. We are so grateful for the partners that God has given us in this work. My pray-

er is that we would be good stewards of the sacriĜcial gifts you all send down for this ministry. 

Thank you all! 
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We covet your prayers. We so appreciate you all taking the time to take us before the throne of 

Grace. 

1. Please continue to pray for my brother Joe's daughter, Megan. On the 17th of October she 

had a live donor liver transplant. It has been an up and down ride for them. She has had multiple 

surgeries trying to Ĝx issues that have come up. Today at 10 AM Central time, she is once again 

going in for surgery, I think this is like the 10th time. Thanks so much for your prayers. 

2. Also we were Ĝnally able to get a flight up here for my sister Faith about 2 weeks ago. She 

needs surgery but at this time, it is not recommended that she travel to Caracas. The country is 

very tense.
