Thatôs what a popular songwriter says. He reminds us there is something about starting a 
new year that holds out a great deal of possibilities. 
 
The Apostle Paul reflected on the unlimited possibilities that lay ahead, and wrote, ñBe very 
careful, then, how you liveðnot as unwise but as wise, making the most of every 
opportunityéò (Ephesians 5:16) 
 
Paul is telling us that despite the things we cannot control, we have a large part in 
determining what the future is going to look like.  Thatôs because we have the power of 
choice. 
 
Let me ask you something: As we begin 2015, what do you want to do differently this year?  
What have you envisioned doing but havenôt taken any steps towards accomplishing? 
 
I think one of the reasons God gave us new days, months, and years is so that we can do 
as Paul said, ñMake the most of every opportunity.ò
