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Certain hymns have a way of endearing themselves to us. I find thatôs the case with a hymn 
we often sing at Thanksgiving; ñWe Gather Togetherò.  Like many others, it has a rich history.   
 
In the sixteenth century, Dutch Christians (Protestants) had undergone severe persecution 
during the reign of the Spanish King Phillip II. They were forbidden to hold public worship ser-
vices, so worship was limited to individual devotions in their homes. 
 
In 1597, Prince Maurice of Orange defeated the Spanish occupiers of a town in what is now 
the Netherlands.  For the first time, the Christians were allowed to meet for worship. They cel-
ebrated by taking a tune from a folk song and giving it new lyrics.  The result was the hymn, 
ñWe Gather Togetherò.   
 
The hymn is punctuated with references to their struggles for religious freedom.  Itôs evident in 
phrases like, ñThe wicked oppressing now cease from distressingò, as well as, ñSo from the 
beginning, the fight we were winning.ò 
 
Sometime around the 1620ôs Dutch immigrants brought this hymn to the New World. It wasnôt 
sung in their worship services because Dutch Calvinists insisted on lyrics taken directly from 
the Bible.   
 
Almost three hundred years would pass before ñWe Gather Togetherò appeared in an Ameri-
can hymnal. Since 1935 it has found strong representation in most denominational hymnals. 
 
Itôs not only a hymn of thanksgiving for the freedom to gather for  
worship ï it's also a recognition that the battle is far from over.  In the last stanza of this be-
loved hymn we find these words: 
 
We all do extol Thee, Thou leader in battle, 
And pray that Thou still our defender wilt be. 
Let Thy congregation escape tribulation; 
Thy name be ever praised: O Lord, make us free! 
 
The Dutch Christians never assumed the battle was over!  In our era, when our own Christian 
freedoms seem so imperiled, may we take encouragement from this great hymn.
